Minimum Graduation Requirements 
To qualify for graduation at Polk State College, a student must: 

1. Complete all degree-seeking admission requirements, including the 
submission of all necessary transcripts and other required 
documents. 

2. Complete the required credit hours in a prescribed program of study. 
3. Complete any other applicable requirements (e.g., some 

occupational and technical programs require a grade of C or better in 
all program courses). 

4. Have an overall cumulative GPA of at least 2.00. A minimum 
cumulative program GPA of 2.0 is required for graduation with a 
credit or vocational certificate, or an Applied Technology Diploma. 

5. For Associate in Arts and Baccalaureate Degree programs 
ONLY, satisfy the foreign language requirement for graduation, 
which is proficiency at college-level II (or the equivalent).  

6. Complete at least 25 percent of the credit hours required for the 
degree or certificate through instruction offered at Polk State 
College.
