The applicant must be a student in good standing with the College.
5. Applicants must submit their completed application packet by the due date indicated.

To apply, students must submit
the following on or before Monday, April 30, 2018:

e A completed scholarship application form.

e One letter of support from a Polk State College instructor or a volunteer site supervisor
who can speak to the student’s qualifications.

¢ Resume that includes a list of community service activity.

e Personal essay (not to exceed three (3) typed, double-spaced pages) that includes the

following:
o Discuss your leadership experiences and how they have shaped you as an
individual.

o Discuss your service interests and how they align with your future goals.
o0 Discuss how this scholarship will allow you to positively impact the Polk State
community.
